Part 1

1. Apologies
Apologies had been received from Cllr S Hamel, Cllr P Hamel, Cllr G Cross, Cllr T Marsland, Cllr S Rotherham and Cllr L Kilshaw.

Community Police
Sgt Roe informed the Council that Sgt Buckley was now Acting Inspector at Warrington and that he had taken on the responsibility of Community Liaison.

Burtonwood - there appeared to be a certain amount of disorder around the Youth Club and Sgt Roe reported that there had been 2 burglaries at the Catholic Club.

Sgt Roe discussed the incident at Almond Drive and the letter that had been received from Sgt Turton. Cllr T O'Neill still felt that the incident had not been handled correctly and that, with earlier intervention, it would have been possible to avoid the fire altogether. 

Cllr T O'Neill was also concerned that Sgt Turton had been to Burtonwood and discussed the current situation with a number of people. Cllr T O'Neill asked who the "people" were and why no representative from the Borough or Parish Council had been approached.

Westbrook - there had been increasing problems around the District Centre but Sgt Roe was pleased that "Booze Busters" are now informing the police of any incidents where minors are trying to purchase alcohol or where people are purchasing alcohol on their behalf.

The "Hook & Cane" burglaries are continuing

Sgt Roe informed the Council about a new initiative - bicycle marking kits. They can be purchased from the Community Safety Department, Warrington Police Station for £1.00 each.

Sgt Roe also talked about local policing resources and the hope that they will improve in the near future.

3. Transport Improvement Study - WS Atkins
The Clerk has distributed information to all Councillors. Any feedback to be sent directly to WS Atkins at the address shown on the brochure.

4. Verbal Report from Finance
The committee recommended that:

· Burtonwood Community Centre Playgroup be awarded a grant of £200 for new equipment

· A donation of £1,000 be made to the Forshaw Thanksgiving Trust

· An Administration Assistant be taken on to deal with the Community Centre for a trial period of 6 months.

· The Council to pay for the portable toilets used at the Burtonwood Carnival

Cllr J Guthrie - recommended that Burtonwood Association be approached with a proposal to place a plaque on the new bridge spanning the M62.

Cllr T Cross - informed the Council that the outreach sessions at Callands Youth Centre had been reduced and that approximately 20 young people had asked about the future of the sessions.
