1. Apologies
Apologies had been received from Cllr J Guthrie, Cllr S Rotherham, Cllr E Coop and Cllr T Marsland.

Resolved ~ to allow Cllr T Marsland, Cllr E Worthington and Cllr S Hamel to be absent from meetings for more than six months because of their personal and work related circumstances.
2. Appointment of Chairperson
Cllr T Cross was nominated by Cllr T O'Neill and seconded by Cllr L Kilshaw.

4. Appointment of Vice-Chairperson
Cllr T O'Neill was nominated by Cllr T Cross and seconded by Cllr L Kilshaw.

Resolved ~ that Cllr T O'Neill be appointed Vice Chairperson for the next 12 months.

5. Appointment of Finance Sub Committee
Resolved ~ that the Finance Sub Committee consist of the Chairperson 

(Cllr T Cross), the Vice Chairperson (Cllr T O'Neill), Cllr G Cross, Cllr J Guthrie, Cllr L Kilshaw and Cllr S Cawley.
6. Community Policing - Sgt Buckley
Sgt Buckley informed the Council that the police were currently on an operation in Burtonwood which had been prompted because of the arson attacks at Phipps Lane Industrial Estate.

There had also been recent problems of anti-social behaviour at St Paul of the Cross Church and at Burtonwood CP School.

Sgt Buckley also advised the members that there is a current problem in Callands with break-ins into garages and sheds.

Cllr T Cross spoke about the Assured Car Parking Scheme that the Council is hoping to initiate at the Westbrook Centre. Sgt Buckley asked to be invited to any meetings.

Cllr T O'Neill spoke about the problems around Kinnock Park and asked the Clerk to contact S Chapman at Warrington Borough Council to ask about sources of funding for a permanent solution.

Cllr T Cross thanked the police for attending the meeting.

The Clerk informed the Council that the Business Manager at the Clay Lane Surgery had responded to the letter. He agreed to put a notice up in the practice explaining the situation to all patients and to advise the receptionist of the possible confusion.

The surgery is part of an out of hours service based at Vista Road which is open on Saturdays and Sundays. Night calls are dealt with by the centre at St Helens.
