Community / Policing Issues 


It was noted that the local Police Officers were not in attendance this evening, but they had both circulated reports to Members.


Peter McConnell attended the meeting on behalf of Burtonwood Sports Group Limited. He reported that this group was an amalgamation of The Burtonwood Chargers and FC Burtonwood, it was noted that both teams were growing in numbers and that they currently had no changing facilities. Peter was reminded that when the respective teams booked the use of the pitches they were informed that the Parish Council could not offer any changing facilities, it was noted that the teams tried to set up as a charity at The Club to gain facilities on that site, it had transpired that charity status could not be gained.

Peter reported that the above teams could not use the facilities at the Burtonwood Community Centre as they were being charged £25 per hour and this was too expensive, the teams representatives had come to the meeting to address the Parish Council to requested that the Parish Council reopen the Pavilion Centre. 


It was noted that the current building was not fit for any purpose and was still ear marked for demolition. 

Councillor Cathy Mitchell reported that surveys had been conducted with Active Cheshire, local sports groups and the local community which showed that local residents wanted a new building that could be used for all types of activities apart from changing rooms for football or rugby. 


Councillor Cathy Mitchell reported that she was still working with the Borough Council to obtain S106 monies and with the NHS to create better facilities at the Burtonwood Community Centre and the Pavilion site, it was noted that if funding could be gained it would only be able to resource one set of changing rooms and that this would be at the Community Centre.

Councillor J Guthrie reported that the current state of the Pavilion building was atrocious, that it did need to be redeveloped and that it should be renewed as a local hub for more of the community to use.


Councillor Cathy Mitchell reported that she would meet with the Community Centre to gain more information regarding the shared changing facilities.

Graham Jepson attended the meeting to report the dangerous speed that Amazon vans were travelling down Cromwell Avenue.

Councillor Jason Webb stated that this matter had been reported to the Police and the Planning Department of the Borough Council.

Councillor B Gallagher reported that the Police had done some recent surveys with one of their speed indicator devices, it was noted that the results could only show the speed of vehicles passing and not what type of vehicle it was. It did show that a couple of readings were quite high, but the Police had reported that these could be emergency vehicle reading.
Councillor M Rufus inquired whether Mr Jepson had contacted Amazon by phone or email, he had not.

The Clerk had also spoken to Burtonwood Bridge in relation to replacing 4 flood lights adjacent to the rugby pitches, it was noted that the team had installed these lights many years ago (the Parish Council at that time had agreed to install the electricity supply box and to pay for the electric used). The team were now aware that if they wanted to replace the lights the resource would have to come from their funds.

The Clerk reported on a quotation received from PCSO S Heaps in relation to a SID, it was noted that when other Parish Councils had purchased their own machines (which the Police operated) it would not be guaranteed that they would stay in the Parish area, the Police Officer gave a ball park figure to give the Parish Council an idea of the costings, but it was noted that he said it might not be the ideal purchase for the Parish to make, the Clerk would further discuss the matter with him.

The Clerk reported that she had contacted the managers of the current meeting venues to see whether the same arrangement could be made for the next civic year, the Clerk said that she had prior to that make inquiries with the library – the space was too small and the community room at the ASDA store – again the room was too small, a discussion followed, and it was put to a vote for all Members present
